Message from Mr. Tarrence

Dear Parents and Guardians,

Now that we are in the holiday season, I want to remind all parents/guardians
first semester will end on January 15. December brings the beginning of bas-
ketball games, wrestling, and holiday concerts.

Cafion City High School has not met Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) for the
past two years. At the start of second semester, we will be adding a 15-
minute mini-block between first and second block four times a week (Monday-
Thursday). This mini-block will be called Tiger Academic Growth Team or
TAG Team. We are not adding more time to the current daily schedule. We
will be taking 5 minutes from each block to create the TAG Team block.
Teachers will randomly be assigned 15 students from one grade level. The
ninth and tenth grade students will work on academic core skill builders related
to Math, English, Writing and Science. Juniors will work on ACT preparation,
career assessments, etc. Some Seniors will be asked to be Peer Tutors for
our ninth and tenth grade students. Other Seniors will be working on scholar-
ships, college/career information and completing their graduation requirements.

This may be a short term solution. We are taking action to improve our ninth
and tenth grade core knowledge in the Math, English, Science and Writing and
improving our ACT scores above the state average. TAG Team will be running
from January 19 to April 30. All Students will participate in TAG. At that
time we will evaluate what we can, since we won't get a lot of the data back
until the following school year.

Student who earn academic honor cords (gold and silver; no NHS)
to wear at graduation will need to purchase the cord; cost is $10.
Cords are given out at the end of graduation practice.

Early graduates need to submit a letter to Mr. Tarrence by Decem-
ber 1 requesting early graduation. You may get a sample letter from
your Counselor. Early graduation paperwork will be picked up Janu-
ary 14 to check out of school on January 15.

Senior pictures must be submitted to the yearbook staff by January
14. Visit the CCHSWEB.org site for submission information. The
2'x3” wallet size photos should be head and shoulder shots. To en-
sure correct proportions, head size from chin to crown of head should
measure 1% inches. Color or black and white photographs are ac-
cepted, but black and white reproduces best.

Each senior will meet with his/her counselor, in a Senior Interview,
to discuss current graduation status and post secondary plans. Stu-
dents may stop by the counseling office and set up an appointment or
counselor will be contacting student during first semester. Parents are
welcome to join their student for the senior interview. Please call
ahead to schedule a meeting.

College applications are available in the Guidance Office or at col-
legeincolorado.org for most Colorado colleges and universities.
Completed applications and fees should be returned to counselor to
be mailed with official transcript. Be aware of deadlines!

Each student can receive five free copies of transcripts. Additional
transcripts are $2.00 each. If “official” copies are not needed, stu-
dents are encouraged to make copies on their own.

Seniors needing letters of recommendation are encouraged to
obtain those letters from teachers, counselors and/or employers in
advance to prepare for scholarship requirements. You may get re-
sume forms from in the Guidance Office.

Students are encouraged to visit colleges they are interested in at-
tending. Parents should notify the attendance office prior to the col-
lege visit to set up pre-arranged absence. Upon return, student must
bring documentation from the college for absence to be excused.
Various colleges schedule days at CCHS to meet with small groups
of students. To attend one of these meetings, listen for announce-
ments and sign up in the guidance office; you will need a pass to
attend.

In April, the Daily Record and Cafion Shopper gather information for
their annual graduation inserts. The school provides a graduate list
and school portraits taken for yearbook pictures.
