CREDIT RECOVERY PROGRAM

SUMMER SCHOOL - 2008

CREDIT RECOVERY PROGRAM
SUMMER SCHOOL - 2008

ATTENDANCE REQUIREMENTS: The student need to allot enough time to complete the pre-
scribed lessons. The amount of time varies from subject to subject and student to student. The
biggest obstacle to students successfully earning their credit is lack of attendance and being
caught short of time needed to complete course work. Students will sign an attendance contract
that requires students to be in attendance a minimum of 21 hours a week . Failure to be in at-
tendance the minimum hours will result in the student being removed and a forfeiture of their tui-
tion money. Attendance is critical! Do not procrastinate! Att end early and often!

NOTE TO PARENTS OR GUARDIANS: You are strongly encouraged to call the instructor at
Garden Park High School during any class session to check on your student’s progress and/or
attendance. CALL 276-6155, during class sessions only.

REGISTRATION PROCESS:

1) Students need to see their counselor to determine what class or classes they need to take
and fill out the appropriate form. The student’s counselor must sign the form.

2) Classes are limited to available computer space. Please register early!

3) Report to Garden Park High School on the first day of the session at 9:00 a.m. to pay your
registration fee and attend the orientation session. Students will not be allowed to participate
in class until they have been through the orientation process.

The tuition fee is non-refundable.




School Reqistration - 2008

During the registration process in August, the Guidance Office will be providing the opportunity
for parents and students to register for PrepHQ and COF.

PrepHQ is the Guidance Office’s communication tool for students and parents which provides
information about colleges, including: college visits to CCHS, scholarship opportunities, up-
coming college events and educational workshops for students in grades 9-12. This important
information will be emailed to the provided email address based on the college and career in-
formation that the student provides. Email addresses for both students and parents/guardians
are needed to register for PrepHQ

Students planning to attend college or take dual credit classes must sign up for the College
Opportunity Fund (COF). COF provides a stipend to eligible undergraduate students. This sti-
pend pays a portion of your total in-state tuition when you attend a Colorado public institution
or a participating private institution.

Qualifying students may use the stipend for eligible undergraduate classes. The stipend is
paid on a per credit hour basis to the institution at which the student is enrolled. The credit-
hour amount will be set by the Colorado General Assembly.

To register for COF, the student/parent needs a CO driver’s license number or CO state ID
number. Students taking a dual credit class must sign up for COF.

Please take 15 minutes during the registration process and “sign-up” for these
two important pieces to the guidance program.

PREP HQ

The CCHS Guidance staff is very excited about the addition of the web-based scholarship
and post-high school planning program Prep Head Quarters (Prep HQ). This program will
allow students and parents access to scholarship information, college searches, and career
planning tools along with many more post-secondary planning resources. All Scholarships
announced by the Guidance Office will be posted in Prep HQ as well as in the Guidance of-
fice.
